A pre-assessment and accompanying spreadsheet for data analysis can be found here. 

As detailed in the spreadsheet, we recommend that you only commence Level D if 75% of your students achieve greater than 75% on fluency and other assessment tasks.  

· Fluency with addition, and related subtraction facts to 20. >75% of students can answer questions at a rate of 30 digits correct or more per minute. 
· Write up to 4 digit numbers, including those with internal zeros.
· Accurately add and subtract up to 3-digit numbers using the formal algorithm, including where regrouping is required.
· Can skip count by 2, 3, 4, 5, 9, and 10.
· Familiarity with the 0, 1, 2, 5, 10, and 9 times tables and solve related division facts using skip counting.
· Identify the number 1, 10 or 100 more or less than a number up to 3-digits.
· Rounding numbers to the nearest ten and hundred.
· Familiarity with writing fractions (proper and improper) from pictorial representations.
